Volunteers at a local Hospital Radio station saw their hard work recognised again at the National Hospital Radio Awards held at the Park Inn Hotel, Northampton. 

Colleagues from Hospital Radio Hillingdon held a double celebration when two of their members collected awards last Saturday.

Gerard Conway, 18, of West Drayton, picked up a Silver award in the “Best Male Presenter” sponsored by GCap Media.  Gerard entered a 5 minute tape taken from a previously broadcast show.  In his entry, he had to demonstrate a selection of different presentation techniques, including interviews, and show his awareness of his listeners. For his efforts he received a cheque for £100 for the station, a stylish glass trophy and a framed certificate. Gerard saw his way to victory over another 9 finalists from stations across the UK. 

Jeff Brown, 49, of Teddington, was selected from another twenty deserving candidates to receive the prestigious “John Witney Award” for outstanding services to Hospital Radio. Jeff has been involved with Radio Hillingdon for over 20 years in which time he has held various roles including Treasurer, Studio Engineer and Presenter. In his position as Treasurer, he has personally raised over £30,000, which has kept the station on the air, and he can often be found doing engineering work in his spare time. Jeff also has to fit all this work around caring for his daughter who has a serious medical condition. It was for his immense contribution to Hospital Radio that he has won this award. Jeff received a stylish glass trophy and a framed certificate, which was presented by the Radio Academy.
